Bylaw No. 32-2010

The Water and Sewer Rate Bylaw

The purpose of this Bylaw is to set the consumption allowed and the rates to be 
charged for water and or sewer services supplied by the Village of Ebenezer. 

________________________________________________________________________

The Council of the Village of Ebenezer, in the Province of Saskatchewan, enacts as follows:

1.
The charges to be paid by the water consumer whose water service has been 
turned on shall be as set out in this Water and Sewer Rate Bylaw; provided, 
however, that the minimum shall be payable in every case whether or not any 
water is consumed.  

2.
Accounts for water service and/or sewer service shall cover a period of three (3)


successive months, and shall be rendered on or before the first day following the


end of the three month billing period.  Accounts shall be paid within a period of 
thirty days from the date on which such accounts are rendered.  

3.
If an account is not paid within the period of thirty days from the date on which it 
was due, the water and or sewer service may be cut off.  There will be a $50.00 
charge for re-connecting services.  A charge of $50.00 to cover expenses can also 
be charged at the discretion of Council to disconnect the service.  When the water 
and or sewer service is cut off, it shall not be turned on until all arrears, applicable 
interest, re-connection fee, and if requested by Council a disconnection fee, have 
been paid in full.

4.
Where no shut-off or “curb stop” exists to disconnect the service, one can be 


installed by the Village at the registered land owners expense.

5.
A penalty of 1% per month will be added to all water and sewer accounts that are


outstanding at the date of the next billing.


Part I - Residential and Commercial Rates Within The Village

a)
Each household connected to the water service shall be allowed to use 


4000 gallons per month for a flat fee of $30.60 per month as shown in 


Schedule A.  The minimum shall be payable in every case whether or not 


any water is consumed.


b)
Each household connected to the water service shall pay an additional .05 


cents for each gallon or part thereof used in excess of the 4000 gallons 


allowed per month as shown in Schedule A.
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c)
Each household connected to the sewer system shall pay a monthly flat fee 

of $3.40 per month as shown in Schedule B.  The minimum shall be 


payable in every case whether or not the system is used.


Part II - Farm or Rural Water Rates

a)
Each household connected to the water service shall be allowed to use 


4000 gallons per month for a flat fee of $40.00 per month as shown in 


Schedule A.  The minimum shall be payable in every case whether or not 


any water is consumed.


b)
Each household connected to the water service shall pay an additional .05 


cents for each gallon or part thereof used in excess of the 4000 gallons 


allowed per month as shown in Schedule A.

6.
Bylaw #26-2010 is hereby repealed.  NOTE Bylaw #3/81; a Bylaw to Require the 
Connection of Property to the Sewer and / or Water System, is still in effect.

This Bylaw shall come into force and take effect January 1, 2011, subject to approval being issued by the Local Government Committee.
