Bylaw No. 31-2010

The Water and Sewer Management Bylaw
The Council of the Village of Ebenezer in the Province of Saskatchewan, enacts as follows:

1.
The purpose of this Bylaw to provide for the management of the Village of 
Ebenezer water and sewer system, as well as set standards for those 

persons using the services. 

2.
Persons who own or occupy premises drained or that are by bylaws required to be 
drained into the sewer shall pay for such services at a rate or service charge as set 
out in the Water and Sewer Rate Bylaw.


3.
Any outstanding water and sewer accounts, related bills for water and or sewer,

disconnection fees for disconnection or re-connection to services outstanding as of 


December 31st of that year can and will be added to the registered land owners 
taxes, be subject to all applicable penalties and thereby form part of the taxes on 
the land and or buildings with respect to the property to which the service was 
provided. 

4.
The Village shall have the right to limit the amount of water furnished to any 


customer should circumstances seem to warrant such action.

5.
No person shall convey, sell, dispose of or give away or permit water to be carried


away or taken away or use it to supply it for the use or benefit of others.

6.
(i)
No person shall discharge into any drain, sewer, sewage system or water 


system operated by the Village any harmful matter, substance or thing, whether


liquid or solid, that would be injurious to health, life or property or that would 
injure pollute or damage any stream, watercourse, drain, sewer, sewage treatment, 


or water system, or water treatment plant.


(ii)
The service of any person who contravenes any section of the bylaw may, 


at the Village’s discretion, upon giving notice be discontinued and may also be 


subject to the general penalty bylaw of the municipality.

7.
All persons must make application to the Village to connect to the water and sewer


system.  Where no such connection exists to their property they will be required to 


pay a fee of $2500.00 before the Village will bring water and/or sewer lines to 
their property line.  This $2500.00 fee applies only to household and or business 
where no existing connection exists to the main lines, and would only apply to 
have the lines put in up to persons or businesses property line.  This is a standard 

set fee and is not dependent upon the actual costs incurred by the Village to bring 
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the main lines to the owner’s property.  The fee is based on the average cost 
incurred in the past, therefore actual costs may be more or less, depending on what 
work is required and what conditions apply to that connection.  Should actual costs 
be less than the standard $2500.00 fee no refund will be forthcoming from the 
Village; should the actual costs be more than the standard $2500.00 fee no 
additional monies will be requested from the property owner.  The Village may, at


their discretion, include this connection fee in sale of any Village owned property.

8.
With respect to connections to main water and/or sewer lines, whether they are 
new or existing lines the following applies:


(i)
Property owners are required to supply and pay for their own contractors 
and/or plumbers for either new connections or repairs to water and/or sewer lines 
on their property.


(ii)
Persons hired and or contracted by property owners are required to be 
qualified to do the required work.


(iii)
Any work done by someone hired and or contracted by the property owner 


must be done to the standards of the Village, as work done could affect the 
Villages main lines.


(iv)
If work done does not comply to the standards of the Village, the owner of 


the land may be given notice to construct, maintain, repair or replace the service 


connection to the standards set out by the Village.


(v)
If the owner of the land does not comply with the requirement of the 
Village within a specified time, or in an emergency, the Village may enter any land


or building to construct, maintain, repair or replace the service connection.


(iv)
The Village Council reserves the right to have any repairs or new 
connections supervised by a person appointed by Council.

9.
All persons making application to connect to the Village water and sewer system 

where no connection exists to their property shall be required to review this Bylaw 
and sign the attached Schedule “A”, thereby acknowledging that they have read, 
understand, and agree to abide by this Bylaw.

10.
Water meters will be supplied by the Village for any new construction, and shall be 
installed at the owner’s expense, when they connect to the Village water system.

11.
Water meters are the property of the Village.  Any person who intentionally 
damages, destroys or fails to remove a meter prior to the demolision of a building 
will be charges $400 for the meter.
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12.
In the event that any rural, commercial, or residential line requires flushing by 
opening taps and running water through the lines, the Village Council or water 
maintenance personal must be notified so that metered water used to clean the line 
is accounted for.

13.
A person appointed by the Village to read meters may enter any land or building to


which a public utility service is provided:


(i) 
for the purpose of reading meters; or


(ii)
after making a reasonable effort to notify the owner or occupant, for the 
purpose of installing, inspecting, replacing or removing meters and conducting 
sampling tests.

14.
Bylaw #25-2010 is hereby repealed.  NOTE Bylaw #3/81; a Bylaw to Require the 
Connection of Property to the Sewer and / or Water System, is still in effect.

This Bylaw shall come into force and take effect immediately.
