               A BYLAW TO ESTABLISH AN EMERGENCY MEASURES ORGANIZATION



The Council of the Village of Ebenezer in the province of Saskatchewan enacts as follows:  
1. The Village of Ebenezer Council shall establish a Local Emergency Management Organization to deal with any emergency or disaster that may occur. 

2. The Council shall appoint a person as a Local Emergency Coordinator; and 

3. The Council shall establish a Local Emergency Planning Committee composed of:

a) The Emergency Coordinator appointed in clause 2, and 
b) By resolution any other person the Council considers necessary.   

4. The Emergency Coordinator is the Chairperson of the Local Emergency Planning Committee.

5. The Village of Ebenezer shall provide funding as deemed necessary and appropriate in the establishment and maintenance of the Emergency Management Organization.  

6.  The Village of Ebenezer may enter into agreements with other Municipalities for the purpose of jointly establishing and operating a Mutual Aid Area Emergency Management Organization.

¹The local Emergency Co-ordinator should be appointed by Council decision; it is not recommended that this appointment be the Administrator or Councillor.  Possibly the Fire Chief, etc… 

² The other committee members should be done by resolution of Council on an annual basis or however Council may want (two year term etc…).  This may be the Administrator, Councillor or a volunteer from the Municipality.  Speaking with Heather in regards to this, Heather recommended at least 3 people appointed to the committee.   
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
